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OFFICE CHANGES AND PROCEDURES

Due to budget constraints, school office staff hours have been reduced. This will lead to a number of changes affecting
students and parents. Beginning on Tuesday, September 7th, office hours change to 8:15 a.m. to 3:30 pm. We ask
parents to help reduce the volume of phone calls to the office by following these guidelines:

e OFFICE PHONE - We ask that students confirm in the morning or the day prior with parents,
guardians or carpools as to where they are to meet after school. Please remind all students that
the office phone is for emergencies only, such as needing to go home due to iliness. It is not for
arranging play dates, or calling to chat with friends in between classes. Students in Grades 1-7 require
notes from their teachers to use the office phone.

Please be sure your children
have money for the pay phone. The office phone is available to students on an emergency basis only, e.g. illness,
injury.

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Dear Secondary Parents:
A number of years ago, Langley Fine Arts School was granted "academy" designation by the British Columbia
Ministry of Education. This designation allows our school to have a fee structure to support the cost of our Fine Arts
programs.

Specialty Academies 2011/2012

Secondary Fine Arts Academies of Dance, Music, Media Arts (Photography and Writing), Theatre, and Visual Arts T
Langley Fine Arts School

Academy of Dance i includes modern ballet, jazz, choreography, anatomy, hip-hop, dance explorations and dance
company.

Academy of Music i includes instrumental and vocal components: chamber music, orchestral, jazz, choral, large
ensemble, composition, theory, critical analysis and music history.

Academy of Media Arts i includes creative and journalistic writing, critical analysis, editing, layout, graphics, desktop
publishing, photography and technology.

Academy of Theatre i includes acting, scriptwriting, directing, stagecraft, video, film, critical analysis and theatre
history.

Academy of Visual Arts T includes drawing, painting, sculpture, multi-media, ceramics, fabric, printmaking, anatomy,
art history, critical analysis and portfolio presentation.

Courses Offered/Credit Received:

Grade 8 students choose 2 of Dance, Drama, Music and Visual Arts as their Fine Arts Majors. Each Major is 6 hours
per week, for a total of 12 hours of Fine Arts courses per week. Students may take up to 6 hours of out-of-timetable
electives as well. These students receive a minimum of 16 Fine Arts Credits and can take up to 28 Fine Arts Credits
per year.

Grade 9 and 10 students choose 1 of Dance, Drama, Music and Visual Arts as their Fine Arts Major for
concentration. Students in Grade 9 and 10 are in their Major for 6 hours per week. They take an additional 6 hours
of in-timetable electives and may select additional courses outside of the timetable. These students receive a
minimum of 16 Fine Arts Credits and can take up to 28 Fine Arts Credits per year.

Grade 11 and 12 students choose 1 of Dance, Drama, Music, Photography, Writing and Visual Arts as their Fine
Arts Graduation Major, with 9 hours per week in this Major and 3 to 6 hours per week in additional Fine Arts elective
courses. Students may take up to 6 hours of out-of-timetable electives as well. These students receive 8 Fine Arts
Credits, 4 for Graduation Transitions/Arts Portfolio and as many as 12-14 other senior elective course credits per
year.

The fee structure is designed to ensure equity of access for all students in our Grade 8-12 Arts Program.

General Secondary Fees

$20 Student fee is payable by all secondary students. $2.50 of this goes to Student Council to help pay for
activities/events for students, $8.00 for an agenda book, and $9.50 for operating costs, e.g. maintaining lockers,
sending students to workshops (e.g. Restorative Action training) and other student-related expenses.

$20 Cultural fee is payable by all secondary students. These funds are used to pay for outside cultural
performances, majors' workshops, guest artists/speakers, in-house performances, etc.

The $60 Grad fee is payable by Grade 12 students only. These funds pay for the rental of grad gowns, rental of the
venue for commencement, various other costs associated with the commencement ceremony, engraving awards
plaques and other grad-related expenses.

DO NOT SEND POST-DATED CHEQUES. Langley School District accounting procedures prohibit acceptance of
post-dated cheques.

If you have more than one student at the school, please pay for their fees separately as individual receipts have
been printed by homeroom.

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Specialty Academies i Academy Fees

Academy fees at Langley Fine Arts School help to support the arts-based courses that are available to students.
These course fees help to offset the costs associated with offering enriched arts programs. The fees assist in
purchasing specific supplies, to provide guest artist experiences, to help repair instruments and to support key
technology needs.

The fee structure has been adjusted to reflect current costs and expenditures, and has been tightened to
demonstrate groups of courses that have similar funding needs.

The fee structure is designed to ensure equity of access for all students in our Grade 8-12 Arts Program.
